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_In January and February 2011 we visited our projects in Mocambique – “Menino Jesus” - and in South Africa 
– “Baphumelele”. As expected the visits were very interesting and informative. The difficult economic and 
socio-political environment in these countries reflects back into all of the projects. Corruption, red tape and the 
failure of public services undermine each project’s work and development. For us Europeans it is amazing to 
see how these dedicated people running the projects, do not lose hope and continue to pursue their goals.  
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_The New Year 2011 began with a trip to Africa, it 
was important to visit the projects again to be able 
to judge and see the developments for myself. I 
wish you fun reading up on the trends and I hope 
you enjoy the good news as much as I do. Thank 
you so much for your continued generous support!

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The Projects – New and Old 
 
Baphumelele, Khayelitsha, South Africa 
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_The „Halfway-House“ we reported on in our “December 2010 Newsletter” could not be 
realized in the described way as the property rights were unclear and could not be 
resolved within a reasonable time frame without unduly delaying the project. During my 
visit Rosie was able to find a new property and building that will be opened in May (i.e. in 
the next days) to care for all those youths (over 18 years of age) that were evicted from 
the orphanage due to legal requirements. These youths are currently out on the streets 
with nobody to ensure they continue their education regularly. 
 
I very much would have liked to have seen the new property but the taxis went on strike 
that day and anybody driving a car in the townships was either shot at or threatened. 
 

The orphanage is doing extremely well and is continuously being expanded. Additional personnel has been 
employed to deal with the ever increasing work load. Especially social workers have been hired to guide the 
children but also consult with families in the township.  
 
New laws (especially the Child Act) have lead to more complicated red tape binding resources that are urgently 
needed elsewhere. 
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The David Sheldrick Wildlife Trust, Nairobi, Kenya 
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_In 2011 we will be supporting Sowa Primary School in 
the Tsavo region. As with the Maktau School last year 
the children will be undertaking 4 wildlife field trips into 
the Tsavo National  Park. We will donate 100 desks as 
well as providing new sports equipment. Additionally 
we will be sponsoring 200 tree saplings to be grown by 
the children themselves in the school.  
 

As part of the donation, wildlife cinema shows are given at the school. With the wildlife 
cinema shows the Sheldrick Trust is able to show the communities wildlife films, telling 
them about the various species and their role within the environment. All of their anti-
poaching teams are equipped with a portable white screen, generator, power inverter, DVD players and projector 
enabling them to show wildlife films in the most remote locations. The films play an essential part in the sensitizing 
of local people to the wildlife that surrounds them and they open people's eyes to the majesty and beauty of wildlife 
and the natural world. 
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Menino Jesus, Manhiça, Mocambique 
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 _On my first visit to “Menino Jesus” I 
received a very warm welcome, home- 
made cake, fuzzy wine, coke and lots of 
laughter as my Portuguese is non-existent. 
The new house is finished and shortly 
after my visit the girls moved in. The water 
and waste water tanks are now also 
functioning. The perimeter walls are 
unfortunately still missing as the initial 

funds did not incorporate the enormous price increases. However, thanks to the support of the fashion company 
Dorothee Schumacher we can now commence with the construction of the wall.  

 
The wall is a necessity as burglaries and theft are an ongoing problem and the “old” orphanage has had several 
thefts leading to the loss of sewing machines, chairs and poultry that generates income. The sisters that run the 
orphanage cannot rely on the help of the local police - there is simply no interest. 
I was very impressed by the “old” Orphanage – it is run very well and extremely efficient with virtually no funds. I 
hope to remain in contact with the Sisters of the orphanage to help them secure their premises for future 
investments into new sewing machines and the like.�
